Facility Patient Tracking
1. Open Patient Tracking with Key and Silo Option in the ReadyOp Forms App.
2. Open the Facility Patient Tracking Form number 146.
Patient Information
3. Patient ID is the number that corresponds to the residents assigned Evacuation Tag. 
4. Evacuating Facility, select the facility that is currently evacuating.
5. Patient status 
a. Critical, the patient won’t tolerate or cannot spend time in staging and needs to be moved as soon as possible.
b. Delayed, the resident will be ok in staging for a while. 
c. Delayed, the resident will tolerate being one of the last residents moved and can handle staging without any issues.
6. Mobility Adjunct, select the adjunct needed by the resident to move, remember in evacuation the resident may need to move long distances and climb stairs possibly unaided. 
a. Ambulatory
b. Walker / Cane
c. Wheelchair
d. Stretcher
e. Bariatric Wheelchair
f. Bariatric Stretcher
g. Motorized Wheelchair
7. Long-term Care Level, If the evacuating facility is a long-term care select what level of care the resident is currently in. 
8. Hospital Care Level, if the evacuating facility is a hospital select which level of care the patient needs. 
9. DL/ID Number is the resident’s or patient’s state issued drivers license or ID card number. This can be scanned if available and will auto populate the patients’ demographics. If it is not available, the patient’s demographics should be added manually to at least include:
a. First Name
b. Last Name
c. Sex 
d. Date Of Birth
10. Conditions, check all conditions that apply to the patient
a. Dialysis
b. Diabetic
c. Bariatric
d. Oxygen Dependent
e. Hospice
f. Elopement Risk
g. Ventilator
h. DNR (Must be with patient)
i. Infection/Colonization
j. Spouse or Sibling in facility. 
11. Meds, Allergies, Special Considerations, this is a location for the evacuating facility to make notes for the transport team and receiving facility to see any pertinent information needed to care for the patient or resident. 
12. List Any Personal Belongings Being Transported With the Patient, this is a location to note any items going immediately with the patient or resident in the transport vehicle, i.e. dentures, glasses, coat, gloves, etc. 
13. Photo 1 – 4 is a place to add any photos of personal belongings or even a recent photo of the resident if they are an elopement risk. 
Placement Information
14. Receiving Facility, this is determined through the NDHHS Department Operation Center and can be added to the form once placement is confirmed. 
15. Vehicle ID is a number assigned to the transport vehicles once it has registered at staging, typically it is an orange placard with a number and a barcode. The barcode can be scanned.
16. Departure Date and Time are the time the resident or patient has left the facility enroute to the destination. 
17. Name of Person Accepting is the staff member of the accepting facility, 
18. Arrival Date and Time are the time the resident or patient arrives at the receiving facility. 


Administrative Notes
1. Receiving Facility POC is the staff member that the NDHHS DOC confirmed acceptance of the patient. 
2. Date and Time of Acceptance is noted when a facility accepts a resident(s).
3. Staging POC is who the NDHHS DOC relayed the acceptance to at the Staging location.
4. Date and Time Staging contacted is the date and time the DOC confirmed with Staging the acceptance of the resident(s). 
5. Comments is a location for any note’s or comments the DOC or Staging may have for this particular patient.
